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CPCPALI/SEPALI MADAGASCAR ANNUAL REPORT 2019
CPALI/SEPALI Mission:

CPALI/SEPALI Madagascar is a partnership non-profit organization that has been working hand-in-hand in the northern Madagascar since 2009. Therefore, SEPALI Madagascar or ( Sehatry ny MPamokatra Landy Ifotony, www.sepalim.org ) means “Community-based Silk Producer Association” is a small Malagasy NGO with 14  employees in 2019; based in Maroantsetra Madagascar and working with farmers in the rural communities to produce multi species of wild silk. 

Established in 2009, CPALI/SEPALI project is designed to provide supplemental sources of income for rural communities that have been economically displaced from the Makira protected area through sustainable development and conservation. 


CPALI or (Conservation through Poverty Alleviation, International) (www.CPALI.org) is an international non-profit organization based in WALLA WALLA , founded in 2002, incorporated in Massachusetts in 2003, and approved as a provisionary 501(c)(3) by the US Internal Revenue Service in 2004. CPALI achieved permanent 501(c)(3) status in 2007.  The role of CPALI, in addition to its financial and technical support is to develop an international markets as well as linking the SEPALI Madagascar Enterprise to an international buyers.
Our mission in 2019:

The CPALI/SEPALI mission remains the same as we designed in 2007, which was to protect areas of high conservation value by linking the economic livelihoods of poor rural farmers to environ-mental preservation. To do this, our team in Madagascar is continuing to search and valuate new species of endemic silk around the Makira protected Area. Then the women artisans are processing the silk into marketable products.
The CPALI/SEPALI vision is that wild silk will bring many people in the project zone an income that they have never had the opportunity to enjoy, while supporting the protection of this amazing forest and its wildlife.

Resources and Products:  

In addition to the plant fiber “ Raffia” processed in 2018, CPALI/SEPALI has also processed different kind of silks such as the native silk species of Antherina suraka, Ceranchia apollina, and the introduced silkworm species of Bombyx morri .

In 2019 , we extended our product base to include three endemic silkworm  species , which are Boroceras sp, Deborrhea malagassa and Argema mittrei 
Letter from the SEPALI Madagascar Director:

Dear Colleagues, buyers and Donors,

2019 is our 10th year working together in the local communities that bordered the primary rain forest of Makira Protected Area - Madagascar.

According to Wildlife Conservation Society Madagascar (WCS,2002), The Makira Protected Area is approximately 4600 square kilometres in north-eastern Madagascar.  
The area forms part of the Eastern Rainforest Biome of the country.  This biome is known for its extremely high biological diversity and is to a large part responsible for Madagascar’s status as a mega-diversity ‘Hot Spot’ country.  

High numbers of farmers have poor access to markets, education, health care and a non-existent transportation infrastructure keeps rural populations in severe poverty.
So far, Sepali Madagascar is continuing to get a kindly support from CPALI to work in this area.Therefore, 2019   is our second year of transition toward financial independency that CPALI/SEPALI has projected in February 2021.

The action that is waiting for Sepali Madagascar is tough and challenging. Our project has various parameters to effect directly on the farmer`s participation in the program. The main parameters are mostly about surviving situation such us rice production.
The majority of people in our working area are subsistence farmers with their main concentration being on rice production. Very few farmers produce enough rice for the year although they have to sell some of what they produce to buy necessities such as salt, sugar and oil for lamps. 

The constant rise in population here and any possibility of farm expansion now limited by laws and the boundary restrictions of the protected area, it is without doubt that new methods of land use and agricultural alternatives are vital to all 83 communities that border the Makira Protected area. 

The fluctuation of the cost of vanilla beans becomes a key factor of farmer’s participation in the Sepali program. Fewer farmers contribute to produce and harvest cocoon-silk during 2017 and 2018 because the kilo of vanilla beans was 100 USD. Whereas, in 2019, the vanilla price dropped down to 25 USD a kilo and more farmers get back to us to benefit from the cocoons. Thus showed that our program is a beautiful rescuer  for farmers during their hard business time.

Despite the situation in mentioned above, CPALI/SEPALI has never give up. We are struggling to maintaining our original objectives that I can summarize as “ Cocoon-silk enterprise: farming, collecting and transformation of endemic silk to generate income and support local biodiversity”
The Sepali registered farmers have an understanding of their situation and therefore as an alternative to removing more of the forest, they are adopting the SEPALI approach to intercropping trees for wild silk production. 
By 2019, 360 farmers from 6  communities around Makira forest, 20 farmers from Bealanana, and 10 villagers around Maroantsetra town are already involved in the project,  planting trees on their properties, and harvesting the cocoons sustainably. 

I acknowledge Cay Craig, Kerry O`Neil and Docey Lewis for their support for the Sepali application to participate in the Santa Fe exhibition in July 2019. Thanks also to the IFAM committee team for their approuval of the Sepali Madagascar application. Your help allows Lalaina Raharindimby, (our women artisan coordinator) to showcase the “ made in Sepali-Madagascar” products in Santa Fe. 
The IFAM exhibition in Santa Fe open the door to a new buyers and brought additional new idea about how to improve our products.

I also acknowledge all the buyers of the Sepali products during 2019 wherever in Madagascar as an FOB or abroad as a hole sales.

In 2020, our team will continue to progress and I promise you a better and new products from the wild silk.
